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1  This month we celebrate Black History Month.  Read about a famous African American.  �
2 Today is Groundhog Day.  Learn about predictions by determining if the groundhog will or will not see its shadow.�
3  How many words can you find in “February.”?  Which words are homonyms (words that sound the same but have different spellings)?�
4 Make a date for dinner with your child.  Talk about life, each other, friends, etc.�
5  Learn a poem written by an African American poet.�
�
6  Do you know the 50 United States in alphabetical order?  Can you name them and their capitals?�
7  Take a trip to the Great Blacks in Wax Museum in Baltimore or visit their Website at 


greatblacksinwax.org.�
8  Let your child choose a decoration for his/her room.  This builds creativity and responsibility.  �
9  Make a list of positive messages for your child.  Send one a day in his/her lunch,  put under his/her pillow, or tape to the bathroom mirror.�
10  When your child asks you a question you can’t answer, write it down and research it at the library  or on the Internet together.�
11  Dr. King was a leader in America’s Civil Rights.  He’s famous for his speech, “I have a dream.”  Discuss this heroic man with your child.  Find out your child’s dreams.  �
12  Today is Abraham Lincoln’s birthday.  Take a trip to Washington, D.C. to see his monument and learn about his many accomplishments.�
�
13  Have a heart for the homeless.  Contact a shelter to find out what you can do to help, such as prepare a meal or collect toiletries or school supplies to donate.�
14  Today is Valentine’s Day.  Make heart shaped cookies together for your loved ones.�
15  Learn about some of Maryland’s famous African Americans and why they are famous.   �
16  Have one-on-one time by going out to breakfast and enjoying each other’s company.�
17  Today is Michael Jordan’s birthday.  “Shoot some hoops” with your child whether it’s on a basketball court or throwing socks in a basket.�
18  How many presidents can you name?  �
19  Set time aside this weekend to work on a chore together.�
�
20  For Presidents’ Day, create  Abraham Lincoln’s log cabin with pretzel logs, cracker shingles, and peanut-butter/marshallow spread to connect the logs together.  �
21  Today we celebrate Presidents’ Day.  Ask your child what s/he thinks it takes to be a great President.  �
22  Today is George Washington’s birthday.  Learn about the many things for which he is famous.�
23  Create a list of 50 things that did not exist 100 years ago.  How do you think things will be different in 100 years.�
24  Think of someone you haven’t seen or spoken to in the past 6 months.  Write them a letter or call them to say hello.  �
25  Talk about a familiar place and decide which direction it is from your home, i.e., north, south, east, or west.  Try this when going from one place to another.   �
26  Ask your child specific questions that are encouraging such as, “What was the best part of your day today”?�
�
27  Discover your town.  Read a book or explore the Internet to learn about the area where you live. �
28  Make your own finger paints. Stir 4 tablespoons of sugar, and a 1/2 cup cornstarch together.  Add 2 cups of cold water. Heat over medium heat until thick. Pour into  4  containers. Add food coloring as desired.�
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
