 Adequate Yearly Progress – sufficient 
progress toward the goal of 100% 
proficient by 2014

 Determination of school success based 
on No Child Left Behind

 Uses MSA results and attendance data
 Schools must meet a yearly target 

(AMO)
 Must meet target for each of 8 

subgroups

Challenges to Achieving AYP

 Target rises each year

AYP Results- 2010 High 
Schools
 6 schools exited school improvement
 34 schools are in school improvement 

– 9 fewer than in 2009

 62 schools missed AYP for the first time
 Special education subgroups account for 

71 percent of schools not meeting AYP 
because of only one subgroup.



AYP Results- 2010 All 
Schools

 Of 1375 schools, 936 (68%) met AYP
 25 schools exited school improvement
 5 more schools are in school 

improvement now than in 2009
