American Indian/Alaskan Native
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Child Care Center
Child care provided in a facility, usually non-
residential, that for part or all of the day 
provides care to children in the absence of 
the parent.  Centers are licensed by Child 
Care Administration.

Family Child Care
Regulated care given to a child younger than 
13 years old, in place of parental care for 
less than 24 hours a day, in a residence 
other than the child's residence and for 
which the provider is paid.  Regulated by 
Child Care Administration.

Head Start
Pre-school programs for 2 to 5 year olds 
from low income families; licensed by Child 
Care Administration and/or local boards of 
education.

Home/Informal Care
Care by parent(s) or a relative.

Non-Public Nursery School
Pre-school programs with an educational 
focus for  3 & 4 year olds; approved or 
exempted by the Maryland State 
Department of Education; usually part-day, 
nine months a year.

Pre-kindergarten
Public school prekindergarten education for 
four-year-old children.  Administered by local 
boards of education and regulated by the 
Maryland State Department of Education 
(MSDE).
